Wheel and Disc Storage,  Wheel and Disc selection, Wheel Inspection, Mounting, truing and dressing, Balancing of Precision Wheels, Provision of guards, Tool Rests, Adjustment of Rests, Machine controls, Angle Grinder use, Condition of floors

It is an offence under the (HSW) regulations for any organisation to permit any unqualified person to change and mount an abrasive wheel. Each company must hold an Abrasive Wheels Register (Official HMSO Register) of personnel who are permitted to change and balance grinding wheels and cutting discs. The organisation is obliged to provide information instruction and training in health and safety of grinding wheels.
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
